Procedure for getting a better rate when making Dollar or Euro payments from the GBP account. 

When there are not enough of the correct currency. 

From Barclays 

Make a payment as normal and in the payment screen remember to Modify the payment Debit Account number to the correct currency that you are paying from. So if Maxtec you will be changing from US Dollars to either GB Pound or Euros. 

Ring 0191 541 2160 this is the dedicated International Payments Team. They will pass you through security with either questions or the telephone banking pin. They will want the total amount you are wanting, so if there are several payments in the same currency then total them up and give the exact amounts. They will then give you the rate they want to offer you. If you accept this offer you are legally binding us to use the rate offered. So be sure before confirming that this is the rate you want to use. 
So if you are buying US Dollars from the GB Pound account, to pay say Maxtec, so paying Maxtec from the GB Pound account 00906662. The higher the rate the better the deal. They will confirm you want to debit the GB Pound account for the amount you have told them. 

Proceed as normal then before completing add the Deal details, this is a drop down in Blue 

Deal Number eg. 8182115 and the Booked Rate eg. 1.279865

Unlike other payments where you have changed the bank account you want the funds to come from, this method doesn’t come up with the screen asking if you want to proceed and detail the exchange rate used and the amounts, as different currency which it would if you didn’t have a booked rate in.
