Frequently Used Calculations

To add VAT. Find the total cost including any carriage and multiply it by 1.2, this gives you the total cost including VAT. 

E.g. £100 (ex VAT) x 1.2 = £120 (inc. VAT)

To remove VAT. Find the total cost including VAT and divide it by 1.2, this gives you the total cost excluding VAT. 

E.g. £120 (inc VAT) ÷ 1.2 = £100 (ex VAT)

To calculate the 6% PayPal charge. Find the total cost of the order and divide by 16.667, then round it up to the nearest penny. This will give you the PayPal cost of 6%.

E.g. £100 ÷16.667 = £5.99 rounded up to £6 

To calculate the cost of insurance at 1%. Find the total cost and move the decimal point left two spaces then round it up to the nearest penny. 

E.g. 1% of £1254.67 = £12.55 and 1% of $89.34 = $0.90

To calculate the cost of Viamed’s packaging surcharge at 10%. Find the total cost and move the decimal point left one space then round it up to the nearest penny. 

E.g. 10% of £254.67 = £25.47 and 10% of $89.34 = $8.94

To calculate the percentage of correctly shipped orders. Find the number of correctly shipped orders and divide it by the total number of shipped orders, then multiply the answer by 100. This will give you the percentage of correctly shipped orders.

E.g. 498 correctly shipped orders ÷ 501 shipped orders = 0.994 x 100 = 99.4%
