Dear Nigel,
Following our telephone conversation, please find enclosed extrusion and parts to make nine sets of APGAR Timer metalwork.  Also included are two mechanical drawings.

A finished unit is also enclosed so that you can see what a final unit should look like.  This unit can be disassembled, if required.

Could you please suggest a suitable white powder paint to “go with” the membrane white – a close match or a definitely different white?

Could you please quote (at initially 50 off) for the metalwork production and painting?  Ultimately, you will probably be doing the complete assembly of the APGAR Timer.

If your metalworker can produce them, could you please also quote for the manufacture of the Camera Mounts (item 4) and in what quantity?

Quality of finish is very important.  The painting of the finished sample is not very good, for a number of reasons.  We need to achieve better than this – in particular the marks left by the hooks used to suspend the end caps, laying them on something would be better.
