	FITTING INSTRUCTIONS – ROTATING BED FOR THE RESUCITATION CABINET

Description

The Viamed Rotating Bed can be fitted to the Viamed Resuscitation Cabinet to allow the clinicians to rotate the patient for better access during resuscitation.




	STEP 1
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	Open the door on the Resuscitation Cabinet and using a rule, mark a cross in the centre point of the platform. The lines of the cross should extend to each side of the platform.




	STEP 2
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	Place the base section of the rotating bed with the central hub in place, onto the platform.  Looking through the base section, line up the furthest tip of the central hub with the horizontal line and the line up 2 x of the screw holes with the vertical line.

At this point the base unit is central from left to right, but very slightly off centre from front to back, being nearer the front of the platform.


	STEP 3
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	Through the 4 screw holes, making sure that the base does not move, drill small pilot holes into the platform.


	STEP 4
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	Lift the base unit and clean away any debris left from the drilling. Then replace the base unit onto the platform and insert the screws through the holes in the base unit into the pre-drilled holes in the platform and tighten. 

Make sure that the 4 ball bearings are all resting in the 4 outer holes.


	STEP 5
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	With the side panels facing upwards, place the top section of the rotating bed onto the base section. Allow the central hub to protrude through the central hole in the top section.


	STEP 5
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	Add the retaining circlip to the groove in the central hub.


	STEP 6

	Push the plastic central hub cover into place.
