Holes: That's a good idea

No need for silicone outside the enclosure.

I am not concerned with the deterioration of the jack socket. That is the users fault for not leaving the cable attached as advised.

I am concerned that if the cable is left off moisture ( especially humid sea air) can get into the enclosure proper via the jack.

On our completion this is a major problem and has allowed us to gain market share at there expense.

I would suggest a wall around the socket with a small hole for the wires. The top and bottom walls and the wire hole can be siliconed during construction.
