Display Screen Equipment – Eye Tests 

Purpose:

This statement is intended to show the Company’s commitment to the Health & Safety regulations regarding Eyesight testing.

Responsibilities:


It is the responsibility of each individual to bring to the attention of their supervisor, the fact that they require an eyesight test to enable them to competently operate their Display Screen.

Statement:
As a user of Display Screen Equipment (VDU), you have a statutory entitlement to Eye testing. You can elect to have a full eye-test as soon as you become a user of a VDU, and then at intervals recommended by the tester who carried out the first test.

You can also ask for a test if you experience visual discomfort that you reasonably believe arises from screen use.

You cannot be forced to undergo a test against your wishes.

Viamed will pay the cost of such tests, and request you to attend the optician stated in the Company manual.

Where the results of an eye test show that you need glasses specifically to work VDU’s or other such tasks, the Viamed will meet the cost of supplying basic frames and lenses. Note that only basic appliances need be supplied.

You should follow these procedures, and the requirements in the company manual, and not make your own arrangements and expect Viamed to pay retrospectively.
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
