	I have agreed a deal with Yorkshire Ambulance Service to supply them with 20 Masimo repairs FOC to cover any future warranty claims against sensors supplied in the last 12 months. We already have the 20 sensors on the shelf that we had repaired in advance as buffer repair stock; they couldn’t be sold to anyone else and this deal removes any further obligation to offer repairs or replacements.
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
