Subject: BREXIT preparation


Dear Steve, 

Honeywell is continuing to make a range of preprations ahead of “Brexit,” the departure of the United Kingdom (U.K.) from the European Union (E.U.), to ensure it can continue to serve its valued customers.

As you are aware, a “No-deal Brexit” has the most significant business implications. To decrease the uncertainties for our customers, we would like to share some information provided by  Her Majesty’s Revenue & Customs Department (HMRC) in the U.K. intended to ameliorate customs-related delays and help make shipments across borders easier.

For companies based in the U.K., registering  for a U.K. Economic Operator Registration and Identification (EORI) number at www.gov.uk/hmrc/get-eori is crucial to being able to trade with E.U. entities if a no-deal Brexit occurs. 

For companies based in the E.U., registering for an E.U. Economic Operator Registration and Identification (EORI) number at https://ec.europa.eu/taxation_customs/business/customs-procedures/general-overview/economic-operators-registration-identification-number-eori_en is similarly critical to preserving the right to continue to trade with U.K. entities after a hard Brexit.  Costs and procedures associated with these registrations can be found on the cited websites.  

U.K. companies that are in possession of their EORI number can then register for Transitional Simplified Procedures(TSP) that will allow the RORO(roll-on roll-off) transport of goods from the E.U. into the U.K. without a full customs declaration at the border and permit the postponement of import duties. We encourage you to closely consider whether this registration is appropriate for your company to streamline your trade with Honeywell in the event of a no-deal Brexit. In order to speed up customs clearances, HMRC encourages companies to also evaluate applying for Authorised Economic Operator (AEO) status. Under AEO, traders who voluntarily meet a wide range of criteria work in close cooperation with customs authorities to assure the common objective of supply chain security and are entitled to enjoy benefits throughout the E.U. Please be advised of and prepared for the fact that in the event of a hard Brexit, when sending goods between U.K. and the E.U., relevant paperwork will have to show at least the following:
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· Name and address of the seller
· Name and address of the buyer
· Ship from location (when it is different from the seller's location)
· Ship to location (when it is different from the buyer's location)
· Date of issue
· Invoice number
· Number and type of packages 
· Description of the goods 
· Quantity of the goods
· Price per article/unit
· Total invoice amount
· Currency used
· Terms of delivery – Incoterms 
· Country of origin per item 
· Commodity code/s
· Gross weight
· Net weight per item


Other customs suspension regimes such as inward processing relief or bonded warehouse may also  suspend tariffs that may arise due to the exit of the U.K. from the E.U.,and it may be appropriate for your company to consider their implementation.    
Honeywell is committed to mitigating the impacts of Brexit on its partners to the best of its ability and will continue to update you on our preparation and mitigation efforts as the Brexit deadline nears.
