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SCOPE
This procedure is established to describe the system used within the company for the control of Software Validation. It is used in conjunction with the individual sub procedures, which show the relevant information necessary.
RESPONSIBILITIES
It is the responsibility of the Managing Director, to ensure that the contents of this procedure, and related procedures, are adhered to. To ensure the systems and the software is verified and fit for use.
OBJECTIVES
It is the Objective of this VOP to demonstrate the handling of Software Validations within the Companies. Including the regular reviews, monitoring of systems and software's. Their uses and verifications of, and that they work as intended without failures or faults. 
PROCEDURE
There is no one procedure for software validation.
Intrastats functions are routinely validated by test processes incorporated in the Rolling Tasks system, instructions to carry out these are in the issue text.
Third party software used to maintain the Quality Management System (QMS) shall be validated against its required outputs before it is used, unless it has been certified for use with ISO 9001 and/or  ISO 13485 QMS systems.
Accounts package is externally audited, by an Accountants, when they produce year end accounts.

Accounts are also cross matched to the bank, and VAT returns etc.
Backup Software, Rolling task 454 Compares the turnover screen of the live server and back up server – VMServer8, and indicates the backup system has updated correctly.
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
