Preamble

Consignment stock is an addendum to the general supply of goods and services - in order to establish and maintain stock at the Customer’s premises; which can be drawn upon by the Customer, with immediate access.

Consigned stock affords the Customer: 

a) Stock consigned in advance for immediate access.

b) Effectively facilitates 1 – 3 months of stock.

Setting Up the Consignment Stock

The Supplier agrees to set-up and endeavours to maintain consignment stock for the products listed in Appendix A; details to be reviewed on a biannual basis.

NOTE: The Supplier is at the behest of component and finished product suppliers, therefore cannot guarantee supply of products. 

However, if systems are adhered to – there should be sufficient consigned stock in place in order for an alternative supply to be addressed - by either the Supplier or the Customer.

Inventory Levels

The minimum consignment stock levels have the function of a buffer stock. 

Both parties mutually agree on minimum and maximum consignment stock levels. The supplier endeavours to replenish the consignment stock to above the minimum, but not exceeding the agreed maximum levels.

If the stock levels fall below the minimum stock levels, the supplier endeavours to replenish the stock to above the minimum agreed levels within two working weeks.

The stock levels correspond to the agreed levels, which are recalculated and agreed on a six monthly basis.

Ownership of the Consignment Stock

The consignment stock stored at the Customer’s premises remains the property of the Supplier. Ownership shall pass to the Customer when the Supplier has received payment in full for goods withdrawn from the consignment stock by the Customer.

Warranty

The warranty period of the products shall commence from  invoice date relating to goods withdrawn by the Customer from the consignment stock. See Appendix A for details of warranty periods.

Inventory Management

The Supplier has set up an electronic management system for the day-to-day management of the consignment stock.

The Supplier is entitled to conduct a physical counting of inventory at a mutual agreed date.

The Customer has to insure the consigned products at its own cost.

The Customer will without delay notify the Supplier in writing of any defects in goods withdrawn from the consignment stock, when they are detected during the normal course of usage. The incoming goods inspection by the Customer is limited to quantity verification, visual inspection of the packaging for visible damage - such as damage during transit and an identity check by means of comparison of the shipping documents with the order documents.

Electronic Inventory Management System

The system is set up and maintained by the Supplier and all design and intellectual property rights remain the property of the Supplier. The system may be modified and updated on a when-required basis. The Customer is to notify the Supplier of suggested changes in writing. The Supplier will notify the Customer of any implemented changes in writing.

Reporting

The Customer agrees to update the electronic inventory management system as follows:

For goods received – ‘counted’ on a weekly basis

For goods removed from the consignment stock – ‘used’ on a daily/weekly basis

Removal of Products from the Consignment Stock.

The Customer shall be entitled to withdraw goods from the consignment stock based on its requirements. The relevant prices agreed between the parties on the date of withdrawal shall apply. Prices listed in Appendix A exclude VAT.

The Customer shall consider the first-in-first-out principle (FIFO).

Invoicing of Consigned Stock.

The Customer is to raise purchase orders to cover consigned stock that has been withdrawn. Purchase orders are to be processed on a weekly basis – if stock has been withdrawn.

Invoices to be paid as per standard 30 days terms.

Term of Agreement and Termination
