Also in box 277607-10 277633-36 x 8 sensors, included in error. 

Looks like these were boxed sensors on the bench which were scanned by Emma Clark and when the line went green on the picking page she assumed she had scanned them all. She missed counting them and relied on the system to tell her she had enough. But didn’t check if she had too many. 

It is completely human error and not something we could us the system to fix.

	We will tidy the desk and unclutter it, so there is more space to place all sensors out at one time, so they can be more easily counted and packed on. Taking in to consideration Emma is left handed so we will try to make the desk work for her.

Training will be given by her supervisor on putting out sensors / stock to be picked and packed in batches. To make them easier to count and to help eliminate any mistakes. 

So when sensors are laid out they can be put in rows of 10s/20s etc. that way it would be more obvious if there are extras or some missing. 

This was completely human error, fortunately this hasn’t happened before. I will speak to Emma and ensure she is fully aware of the impact this has had on the customer and that we have had to spend unnecessary time correcting this. It make the company look less professional and we do not want this to happen again.
