Report on Clever Check by Ruth Coates

Having used a blood glucose meter before, i found programming it really quick and easy. Had to adjust the volume as it was very loud and wouldn't want to use it in public being that loud. It also didn't narrate the settings.

Don't need as much blood as a regular monitor which is better.

When i tested Lucy, i used both monitors and found that they both gave different readings.  Clever Check gave a lower reading by 2-4 mmols. Could be very important.

It isn't as quick as out monitor as you have to wait for the spoken instructions and room temperature etc. It os definitely more suitable to blind/elderly diabetics as it does read the results out but takes longer.

Dial reading on lucy – difference in them very wrong. Usual monitor 19.7, Clever Check 10.5 presume that my monitor is right but to be honest who knows?
