	The 25 sensors have come in as part of a larger Maxtec delivery on Purchase order PVM4603, this delivery also contained 25 MAX550E 0110452. These have been opened by Robert in goods in and the quantity checked and ticked off to the paperwork. He has then created the barcodes. 

Once done he has attached the labels for the MAX250Es to the MAX550Es, and then attached the MAX550Es labels to the MX250E sensors. 

None of the MAX550Es have gone out and are all on the shelf. 12 of the MAX250Es had been sold and shipped out to customers.
